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Psychological vocabulary for efficient reading, listening, writing and communication; writing
ability; reading and listening comprehension; communication ability; psychological research report writing
and presentation in English.
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The art of listening, reading and writing. This course includes listening comprehension ability;

English structure: structural and grammatical points of spoken English; vocabulary for efficient reading and
writing; reading comprehension: ability to read and understand Ensglish prose, including the ability to draw
conclusions and make inferences; and writing ability: effective style, usage and diction in writing English;

psychological academic and research articles writing and presentation in English.
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Classification of research by purpose and method; quantitative research; qualitative
research; mix-methods research; research and development and action research; research design;
innovation and technology implementation; research problems; research plans; subjects; research
instruments; research methods and procedures; synthesis and analysis of the data; descriptive statistics and

inferential statistics; multivariate analysis; test of normality; and interpretation; using the computer for data

analysis; parametric and non-parametric; preparation of a research report; and psychological research ethics.
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The purpose of the qualifying examination is to assess and ascertain the breath of the
student’s comprehension of fundamental facts and principles that apply in the major field of study, the
human potentials development, and to determine the student’s ability in thinking incisively and critically
about the theoretical and practical aspects of the field of study. The presentation of the academic paper
of the individual student includes integrating and consolidating human potentials development knowledge

for developing a dissertation proposal together with an oral examination through the dissertation committee

members.
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The dissertation focuses on conducting psychological research for developing human
potentials innovation creating and applying body of knowledge incongruence with national strategies. The
dissertation course includes a dissertation proposal; presenting in the dissertation proposal meeting;
conducting the study following the approved procedures and methods described in the proposal; data
analysis; conclusion; and completing the dissertation write-up; and presenting in the dissertation defense
meeting.

The dissertation report must be presented in the international and/or national journals

approved by the office of the higher education commission at least 2 paper.
